Frederic Ozanam was a twenty-year-old
university student at the Sorbonne in Paris
when he was challenged by another student to
put action to his words about his Catholic faith.
Along with five other students and the advice of
an older friend, Emmanuel Bailly, the Society of
St. Vincent de Paul began. Through the spiritual
guidance and practical advice of Sister Rosalie
Rendu, DC, Frederic and his friends began to
visit the poor in the slums of Paris. The
membership grew quickly. By 1845, the Society
of St. Vincent de Paul was introduced in the
United States in St. Louis, MO.
